Wedding March Cue: Larry says, “All rise for the Bride please”. Jay brings Molly and 

stands up front with Molly during opening prayer.

Bless their 
families and friends who have joined together today to make this, the “special day” of 
their lives.  We thank you and ask these things in the name of Jesus Christ our Lord.

Wedding Song Cue:  “The Wedding Song”, Peter, Paul, and Mary 
 
The Charge from Larry:  
 
A Christian wedding is a worship service expressing God’s laws in marriage. 
 
Today, Molly and Joshua are coming together to share with you their Christian wedding 
in bringing their hearts together In Jesus and dedicating theirs lives to serve Him together 
in a way that overflows and brings God’s Kingdom to their worlds around them. 
 
As engineers and scientists, we study and apply God’s laws of the universe in our daily 
lives.  It should follow that we study and apply God’s laws of love that takes place in our 
hearts and souls, our whole lives.  This wedding is bringing forth these laws relating to 
love and marriage for Molly and Joshua to understand and experience.
