Course Description: This course is a study of the numerical, analytical, and geometric properties of right and oblique triangles, of trigonometric and inverse trigonometric functions, and their applications. The course content includes right angle trigonometry, radian measure, circular functions, graphs of circular functions and their inverses, trigonometric identities, equations involving trigonometric and inverse trigonometric functions, an introduction to the complex plane, vectors and their operations, and the trigonometric form of complex numbers. This course is designed for the transfer student planning to major in mathematics, engineering, economics, or disciplines included in the physical or life sciences. This course meets the CSU general education requirements. (FT) Transfer Credit: CSU and/or private college or university. 
Course Objectives: The main objective of this course is to provide students with several different perspectives and applications of trigonometry. The goal is to prepare students for a calculus class which includes trigonometric functions. By the end of this class, the student should be able to: 
· Find the sine, cosine, and tangent of an angle in a right triangle.

· Use inverse trigonometric functions to find the angle given any two sides.

· Know the sine, cosine, and tangent of 0(, 30(, 45(, 60(, and 90(.

· Convert from degrees to radians, and use the unit circle to find the sine and cosine of any angle.
· Know and apply several trigonometric identities.

· Graph trigonometric functions, and identify the period, phase, and amplitude.

· Use vectors and complex numbers to apply trigonometric concepts. 

Homework: There will be regular homework assignments, due Mondays and Wednesdays. The homework is practice for the quizzes and exams. I encourage you to work with other people, but you must write the problems up on your own. The homework grades will be based on completion. It is better to turn in incomplete assignments than nothing at all.

Quizzes: There will be in-class quizzes on Wednesdays (except when there is an exam). The quizzes will be about 5 questions and open book and notes, but you must work on your own. There will be no make-up quizzes. The quizzes will test your basic skills. 

Exams: There will be four one-hour exams during class. The first exam is September 22; the second exam is October 13; the third exam is November 3; and the fourth exam is November 22. The final exam will be an hour and a half long on the last day of class, December 15. Mark your calendars now, as only very good excuses will be accepted for missing one. Make sure you let me know well in advance if you have a conflict. The exams are designed to apply the skills gained from the homework to something new. 

Attendance: Attendance is very crucial to the learning process. I tend to do problems that aren't in the book. There will be a maximum of four (4) absences allowed. If you are absent five times before the final drop date (November 5), then I will assume you have dropped the class and will withdraw you. If your fifth absence occurs after the final drop date, I will have no choice but to give you a failing grade. 

Adding and Dropping: It is the student’s responsibility to add, drop, or withdraw from classes before the deadlines stated in the class schedule. Petitions to add, drop, or withdraw after the deadline will not be approved without proof of circumstances beyond the student's control which made him/her unable to meet the deadline. Lack of money to pay fees is not considered an extenuating circumstance. Students anticipating difficulty in paying fees before the add deadline should check with the Financial Aid Office about sources of funds or other alternatives for which they may be eligible.

If you decide to withdraw from this course, you are reminded to do so before Friday of the second week (September 10) to avoid receiving a "W", or before Friday of the tenth week (November 5). If you fail to withdraw by November 5 and you stop coming to class, a final grade must be assigned to you.

Please discuss your plans to withdraw from the class with me. There may be other options for you that may allow you to continue the class.
